AWANA 
Awana is an international, Bible-centered 
children’s ministry providing local churches 
with weekly clubs and programs.  Bay Leaf 
Baptist Church offers Awana to children pre-
school through fifth grade.  Our goal is to 
reach boys and girls, and their families, with 
the gospel of Christ and train them to serve 
Him.  The acronym Awana comes from the 
first letters of the phrase “approved workmen 
are not ashamed” (2 Timothy 2:15). 
 
Awana Clubs take place on Wednesday eve-
nings from 6:15 - 7:45 and run on a tradi-
tional school year schedule starting the 
Wednesday after Labor Day.  
 
Awana is divided up into age appropriate 
clubs: Puggles (older 2 & younger 3 yr olds),  
Cubbies (3 & 4 yr olds), Sparks 
(Kindergarten - 2nd grade), and Truth & 
Training (3rd - 5th grade). On Club night, 
children will experience three different seg-
ments;  Handbook Time is where Clubbers 
recite the Bible verses that they have dili-
gently studied, Counsel Time is where Club-
bers hear a message from God’s Word, and 
Game Time is where Clubbers have a blast 
playing games.  Children get excited about 
Awana and your child would not want to 
miss this evening!
